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“BREAKING NEW GROUND 2011” FACTS
THE PRAIRIE AVE PROJECT
· The project address is 369 Prairie Ave; a block of land that previously held the Federated Lithographers Buildings will now be the home of three new buildings: a new PCHC Health Center, an office building, and a retail building. 196 parking spaces are included in the project

· All City permitting and approvals are in place.
· All site work and demolition has been completed, and construction work is being put out to bid
· Work on the project will begin March 14, 2011 and is expected to be completed July 2012.

THE PROVIDENCE COMMUNITY HEALTH CENTERS
· Founded in 1968

· Served 36,789 patients in 2010, which is one out of every five City of Providence residents

· Provided over 149,000 patient visits in 2010

· Staff of over 300 including Doctors, mid levels, nurses, medical assistants and medical and administrative support staff

· Provides primary health care in five main locations around City as well as providing dental care to pregnant women and children and mental health care. PCHC also operates a school based clinic at the MET school, an STD clinic, and a clinic for the homeless.

· PCHC is governed by a 15 member Board of Directors, of which eight are patients of the health centers.
THE NEW HEALTH CENTER FACILITY
· The new health center, 41,073 square feet will replace the old PCHC - Allen Berry Health Center at 202 Prairie Ave with all current patients moving to the new health center.

· The new health center will be on two floors.

· It will be a LEED Certified building according to the US building Council.
· There will be suites for Pediatrics, 9 exam rooms, OB/GYN, 8 exam rooms, and Adult Medicine, 9 exam rooms.
· There will be a separate area for behavioral health which will include10 exam rooms.
· Specialty suites or 8 exam rooms for: Asthma, diabetes, Podiatry and Dermatology are also planned.
· PCHC EXPRESS will include 12 exam rooms.
· Each area will have its own waiting room.
· Other areas will include: Administrative and staff offices, conference and meeting rooms, doctor and nurse space, WIC Nutrition Site and x-ray and lab services.
· Building completion is expected around April 2012.
· New patients expected to utilize the health center is projected at 10,000.

· Total construction cost of the health center is $14.2 million.

THE OFFICE BUILDING
· This building will be 50,000 square feet and will be on two floors.
· Lifespan has committed to leasing 27,000 square feet of the building.
· PCHC is actively pursuing tenants for the remaining 23,000 square feet of lease space.
· Construction is planned to begin this summer and goal is completion by late summer 2012.
THE RETAIL BUILDING
· A 5,000 square foot building is projected for one corner of the plot.
· Walgreens has signed a letter of intent to lease and operate a pharmacy on the premises. This pharmacy will be open to everyone.
